Under the proposal, our high school—serving almost 2,000 students—would be
positioned on the very edge of the Morayfield electorate, despite being located directly
down the road from your electorate office. This change would split our local community
representation in a way that does not reflect how our community operates in practice.

You have been a strong and consistent supporter of our school community, regularly
attending and sponsoring school events. We have worked closely with you on a number
of State Government matters, including a significant outstanding issue that remains
important to our school. Our association firmly believes that maintaining continuity in
representation is critical, and that you are best placed to continue advocating for our
school and broader community.

Furthermore, the proposed boundary changes for our suburb appear arbitrary and may
create unnecessary confusion for residents, families, and stakeholders who engage with
local representation on a regular basis.
